Instructions for using Bluetooth voice remote control
Basic requirements for remote control:
1. Connect to Bluetooth, the remote control sends the Bluetooth code value, and the indicator light is green; Bluetooth not connected, remote control 
sends infrared code value, indicator light is red.
2. Indicator light: Whether in infrared or Bluetooth mode, the corresponding indicator light will flash once every time the button is pressed.
3. Low voltage reminder: When the battery level is below 2.4V, the indicator light flashes rapidly and remains on as long as it is still in operation. When 
the remote control is no longer operated, it flashes After flashing 3 times or blinking for 3 seconds, stop and turn off.
Pairing method:
1. Press and hold the "Home" and "EXIT" keys simultaneously for 3 seconds, and the indicator light will flash. 
The pairing success indicator light will remain on for 3 seconds before turning off.
